Maths Feedback Policy
[bookmark: _GoBack]Aims of Feedback at THOA:
· plan opportunities for focused and meaningful  feedback; 
· use two stars and a wish to engage pupils in a learning dialogue and provide actionable feedback;
· ensure learning is secure through effective written and verbal feedback;
· assess progress made by pupils and identify next steps for learning; 
· personalise feedback to the needs of the individual;
· create a positive learning environment, using feedback to motivate learners to be the best they can be.

Effective feedback in Faculties will:
· ensure that pupils receive selective feedback at regular intervals;
· be expressed in language accessible to the pupil whereby targets are personalised and differentiated;
· recognise, encourage and reward a pupil’s effort and progress; 
· offer questions to promote thinking; 
· use a balance of formative and summative feedback;
· be responded to by the pupil, applying the next steps for learning;
· encourage pupils and teachers to reflect on assessment point data;
· regularly allow pupils to use and develop the skills of peer and self-assessment;
· be underpinned by the principle that all pupils can make progress and are expected to be the best that they can be.

www,ebi marking system:
· www (what went well) must:
· praise students for what they have done well in relation to the success criteria of a task;
· show where a pupil has made progress within a descriptor for a module;
· be personalised to the pupil.
· ebi (even better if) must:
· explain how pupils should take the next steps in their learning;
· ensure that students understand why they are doing something;
· be responded to and directed time should be provided for this (lesson or homework time).
· Wish Task is an actionable task for pupils to complete
· Peer and self-assessment must use the www,ebi and wish format where possible.

Literacy across the curriculum:
All teachers are teachers of literacy. Feedback and marking should promote the highest standards of writing and literacy across the curriculum. Subjects will use a shared literacy mark code to achieve consistency between curriculum areas.

	Outline the frequency of feedback, methods of feedback and where feedback can be found for each Key Stage

	KS3
In maths pupils will receive feedback on 2 pieces of marked work per half term. This will be after either an assessment of a single topic or a formal assessment consisting of a collection of grade appropriate topics. Pupils will receive feedback in the form of www/ebi for each assessment. All other classwork will only be briefly checked by the teacher and pupils are expected to self-check for accuracy and understanding when the class teacher shares correct answers.

In years 7 and 8 pupils will receive an indication of progress within their threshold with -/0/+. In year 9 pupils will receive a GCSE number grade from formal assessments only.

Pupils are expected to respond clearly to all wish tasks during dedicated lesson time using a different colour pen. Peer or self-assessment should take place between teacher marked assessments.

Homework booklets are in place for all KS3 classes. Most homework tasks will be marked using self or peer marking. The completed homework booklet would be usually checked by the teacher with verbal feedback and merits/house awards to reward effort or achievement.


	KS4

At GCSE level pupils will have their classwork marked formally twice per half term. This will be either follow an assessed single topic or a formal assessment consisting of a collection of GCSE questions; the GCSE exams will also be graded with a number grade and a RAG sheet is also provided. Pupils will receive feedback in the form of www/ebi for each assessment. All other classwork will only be briefly checked by the teacher and pupils are expected to self-check for accuracy and understanding when the class teacher shares correct answers.

Pupils are expected to respond clearly to all wish tasks during dedicated lesson time using a different colour pen. The dialogue between teacher and pupil may, at times, also identify previously learned skills which when formally assessed showed a need for self-revision. Feedback will then be in the form of a video reference plus skill check to complete which the teacher must see evidence of, but is not expected to mark. Peer or self-assessment should take place between teacher marked assessments. 

Formal exams using complete sets of past exam papers are conducted 3 times during KS4 :- at the end of year 10, before Christmas and before Easter in year 11. After each full set of exams the pupils will receive an accurate “working at” grade which is communicated to parents.

Homework at KS4 often involves practise with exam-style questions, which will include fluency, reasoning and problem solving. Homework may also be self-revision or preparation of revision materials.
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
